ASSEMBLY

Refer to the parts illustration.

TRACTOR HOOK-UP

1. Be certain that tractor draw bar will not interfere. Move
draw bar ahead or remave if required. Draw bar should also
be checked for clearance when unit is being raised for the
first time.

2. Align lower link arms of tractor to hitch clevises on
mower. Insert lower hitch pins into lower ball

swivels and attach linch pins.

3. Attach tractor top link to upper floating hitch on mower
with pin supplied. Secure with lock pin.

4. Adjust tractor top link in or out to place upper hitch pin
vertically abave or slightly behind lower hitch pins to
allow mower flotation. The mower should be run with the
back 15 degrees lower than the front.

DRIVELINE INSTALLATION
